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Set in a quieter side of Palma’s richly historic Old Town, the 

Hotel Sant Francesc oozes effortless style from its beautiful 

period-chic reception to its gorgeous rooftop terrace 

overlooking the eponymous church. Most of the original 

neoclassical features of this 19th-century mansion have been 

meticulously restored, but with a light contemporary touch that 

makes for achingly eye-pleasing results. But it’s not all 

aesthetics, with an outstanding fine dining restaurant, high- 

tech in-room amenities, and a rooftop swimming pool with a 

poolside sushi bar that puts the icing on one very luxurious 

cake.
