(and honeymoon) with 

cocktails on the hotel’s very 

own rooftop terrace, which 

overlooks a 13th-century 

sandstone basilica—the first 

of many Instagrammable 

shots. The garden terrace at 

Quadrat restaurant is just as 

dreamy, but it’s worth 

stepping out and strolling 

through the capital city’s 

medieval streets at dusk. 
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
